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FUNDING UPDATES

KKCOM STP-L CFP Update and Notice of Public Comment Period

The FFY 2027-2031 STP-L draft recommended program is now available for
review and public comment. The public comment period runs from March
2 through April 1. Following the close of the public comment period, council
staff will prepare a report addressing all comments received. Any suggestions
requiring changes or accommodation will be addressed prior to approval of the
draft program at the KKCOM Transportation Policy Committee meeting on April
16 with final approval scheduled for the Full Council meeting on May 28. CMAP’s
final program adoption votes will take place on May 29 and June 11. The Public
Comment Packet, which includes a descriptive memo, project scoring, and the
draft program is available on the STP Program Page of the KKCOM website.
Please submit public comments via email to planningstaff@KaneCountyllL.gov
with the subject line “STP Public Comment.”

Federal Community Project Funding

Members of Congress are accepting requests for Community Project Funding.
Application requirements and deadlines vary by each representative.
Some deadlines are as early as March 6. General guidance from the House
Subcommittee on Transportation, Housing, and Urban Development is available
and describes the type of qualified projects: Appropriations Guidelines.

Highway Safety Enforcement FY26 and FY 27 NOFOs

IDOT’s Bureau of Safety Programs and Engineering (BSPE) has released a NOFO
for the Local Agency Mini Grant Enforcement Program. IDOT is seeking grant
applications to reduce serious injuries and fatalities on lllinois roadways. This
Mini Grant supports traffic enforcement conducted by local and county law
enforcement agencies to reduce traffic crashes, fatalities, and serious injuries
on lllinois roadways. Applications are due at 4 p.m. on April 6. Additionally,
NOFOs for FY27 grant programs are posted and due April 10 at 4 p.m. These
programs include the FY27 Sustained Traffic Enforcement Program (STEP),
Injury Prevention Program, Pedestrian and Bicycle Safety Program, and others.

Bicycle Friendly Communities

Kane County has received an Honorable Mention from the League of American
Cyclists’ Bicycle Friendly Communities Program. This is the County’s first time
applying for this program that awards distinctions to communities based on the
following metrics: Engineering, Education, Encouragement, Evaluation & Planning,
and Equity & Accessibility. The program looks at the whole community, including
the municipalities, schools, community groups, and other organizations within
it to evaluate how the community supports cycling, and what actions they may
take to better support cycling. Kane County’s report card contains feedback from
the League and from surveyed community members. Kane County is excited to
continue working with The League of American Cyclists and partner agencies to
review this feedback and to determine next steps to support cycling in the County
with the hopes of reapplying in the future for a higher award. Additionally, both
Batavia and Aurora renewed their Bronze status with the program in their cycle and
have report cards available online.

PARTNER UPDATES

IDOT Blue-Ribbon Commission Final Report

Following three years of study, the Blue-Ribbon Commission on Transportation
Infrastructure Funding and Policy has released its final report to the lllinois
General Assembly. This report identifies ways that IDOT can make improvements
to project delivery and operations through 27 recommendations across five
objectives: accelerate project delivery, expand workforce capacity, maximize value
of investments, drive sustainable outcomes, and secure adequate funding sources.
IDOT has committed to creating a detailed implementation plan based on the
report and to provide progress updates. Additionally, the lllinois General Assembly
will review the legislative recommendations in the report.

lllinois Adoption of Federal MUTCD with IL Approved Supplement

IDOT has released Circular Letter 2026-01 announcing that IDOT has adopted
the 11th edition of the Manual on Uniform traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) with
its FHWA-approved IL Supplement to the MUTCD. The approved adoption and IL
Supplement are available online: MUTCD IL Supplement.

lllinois Micromobility Safety Initiative

The lllinois Secretary of State has announced a statewide initiative, “Ride Safe, Ride
Smart, Ride Ready,” aimed at addressing high-speed e-motos and other devices.
Among the initiative’s efforts include updated regulations, a public education
campaign, updated drivers education, and partnership with local law enforcement
on preventative actions to comprehensively address safety. Additionally, lllinois
General Assembly members in both the House and Senate are working to develop
laws that will support the regulation of micromobility devices in lllinois.
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ADA PROW TEMPLATES

CMAP has partnered with IDOT
and HDR to produce ADA Public
ROW Transition Plan and Self-Eval-
. uation templates to support
= agencies with ADA compliance.
CMAP will be presenting these
documents at the next meeting
of the virtual Regional ADA Coor-
dinators group on March 10 from

9:30 to 11 a.m: Meeting Registra-
tion.

SPAC 2026
will take place from the second week
of April 2026 through mid-June 2026,
with sessions hosted at various loca-
tions across IDOT districts. These con-
ferences will highlight key updates
and exciting changes planned for the
next ITEP funding cycle.

CMAP NEWS

Century Plan Update

As part of the development of CMAP's Century Plan,
CMAP published the State of the Region Report. This
report looks at existing conditions in the region related
to demographics, transportation needs, housing needs,
and climate, and looks at recent major trends in these
metrics. More information on the development of the
Century Plan is available online: Century Plan.

Regional Water Workshops

CMAP is continuing work on its new five-part virtual
workshop series titled “Shared Waters, Shared
Future: Northeastern lllinois Regional Water Supply
Sustainability Workshops.” These workshops are a
partnership between CMAP, the lllinois-Indiana Sea
Grant, and the lllinois Department of Natural Resource’s
Office of Water. Topics and details are available online
and include water governance, water sustainability, and
groundwater impact: Water Workshops. Sessions will
be hosted virtually and will feature community leaders,
water utilities, planners, policy makers, and residents.
Registration is now open for each of the four remaining
workshops which will take place between February to
November: Webinar Registration. The second session,
creating a Water Sustainability Plan, will be held on April
23 at9a.m.

Regional Transportation Plan Update

Work continues on the Regional Transportation Plan
(RTP). CMAP Staff will present the draft RTP strategies
and proposed investment priorities to the CMAP Board
and MPO Policy Committee in March for feedback. Fol-
lowing that discussion, CMAP will begin the federally
required air quality conformity process and nondiscrim-
ination analysis in the latter half of March for the pro-
posed fiscally constrained project list. The draft RTP is
anticipated to be released for public comment in June
2026 and will seek final approval in October 2026.
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My Daily Travel Phase One Data

CMAP has published the Phase One dataset from its
My Daily Travel household survey. Between September
2024 and June 2025, the survey collected detailed
travel behavior data from over 3,500 households in the
region. The dataset includes information on daily travel
patterns, mode choice, telework, transit use, and barriers
to travel. The data will be used for CMAP’s travel demand
modeling, policy analysis, and planning efforts including
the Regional Transportation Plan. Additional phases of
the survey are planned with future data releases building
on Phase One.

Legislative Update

CMAP staff traveled to Washington D.C. and met with
legislators regarding transportation reauthorization
and the region’s priorities. Progress toward the next
surface transportation reauthorization bill continues to
accelerate. Congressional authorizing committees have
begun circulating draft language internally in advance
of anticipated public release and markups during the
first quarter of 2026. The current surface transportation
bill, the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IlJA), is
set to expire on September 30, 2026, and Congress is
working to pass reauthorization ahead of this deadline.

Consultant Open House

To showcase the exciting work planned for fiscal year
2027 and beyond, CMAP hosted an open house for
consultants on Wednesday, February 4. More than 160
consultants attended the event, engaging with CMAP
staff to explore key areas where the agency anticipates
needing consultant support. The work areas presented
included Accessible Communities and Placemaking,
Bicycle & Pedestrian Planning, Safe and Complete
Streets, and other focus areas. More information about
CMAP’s work areas and the open house is available:
